ACT I

3. A procession of VILLAGERS passes by. Their dolls are
grotesque: wide baby faces on animal bodies, twisted limbs,

5. BUTTON GIRL clutches her doll, frightened and confused,

not understanding why her difference is intolerable.

6. The villagers slowly advance toward her in perfect
synchronization, their blank faces regarding her as a

threat.

ACT IT

1. She flees into her home and locks the door, curling up

with her trembling doll in her arms.

2. Through a window she sees the wvillagers now surrounding
the house in a perfect ring, dragging their grotesque dolls

behind them.

2. Under unbearable pressure, BUTTON GIRL breaks. Her
shoulders sink, her eyes go empty, and resistance dies

within her.

3. She begins reshaping her doll with mud, forcing it to

become grotesque like the others.

4. When she steps outside, she drags the doll behind her

just like them — lifeless, identical, erased.

5. The villagers silently dispa2rse. Nothing is spoken.
